 MY VISIT TO EAST TIMOR  

During my recent trip as a member of the Macedon Ranges Friends of East 
Timor committee, I had the pleasure of handing out bracelets to the children, as 
well as baby clothes, rugs and a mosquito net to a young family in Manumera, 
one of the 11 villages that make up the area of Turiscai, which has a population 
of 7,566 in the district of Manufahi. 

 

A special thanks to Amy and Daisy (Martin & Dianaôs grandchildren) for the 
bracelets they made for me to take over there for the children. 

 

We visited the Health clinic [the new hospital is finished but not yet opened], 
also a primary and secondary school where we talked about the area we came 
from and how far we had travelled.   The children sang us a welcome song. 

 

At a meeting with the Sub-District Administrator, Mr Afronso Sarmento, he explained the need for training 
youth, learning English, sport and health. 

 

We also visited the District Administrator of Manufahi, Mr Filomeno 
Tilman, who visited Macedon Ranges last October and, like Mr Sarmento, 
said he would like to see more support for the youth and health. 

 

On the way home we spent 3 days in Maubisse in the district of Ainaro, 
and during the visit we met with the Carmelite Sisters.   Sister Inacia runs a 
health clinic in the district and also visits far-reaching areas including 
Turiscai.   Most times they do not have a vehicle, and walk to the villages 
with pack horses; the roads are very rough and after rain sometimes 
impassable. 

 

The last three days we spent in Dili where we visited the Bairo Pite Clinic, 
and enjoyed a day at the beach.   I arrived home with a lot thinking to do.
