LAST WEEK:   Sue Ebury - Kenneth Myer 
Sue, as biographer of Kenneth Myer, reminded us he 
was the son of the immigrant Jewish retailer Sidney 
Myer, founder of the Myer Emporium. 

 

He was awarded the DSC at 22, after sinking a 
Japanese submarine, and a MID for sinking a German 
U-boat during WWII, and on his return went into the 
store.  
 

As a Rotarian, Ken attended meetings around the 
world, as networking, and laid the basis of Myerôs 
success in Japan (1950ôs). 

 

He master-minded the regional shopping centers in 
Australia starting with Chadstone, and over ten years 
Myer stores ringed Melbourne, and eventually 
interstate. 

 

Ken was Chairman of the Victorian Arts Centre Trust, building the National Gallery and Southbank, the 
founding Council of the National Library of Australia,  and the first Chairman of the ABC. 
 

In 1944, Ken decided that since he had not earned the fortune from his fatherôs estate, he would give it 
away and really started modern philanthropy in Australia. 

 

What an interesting topic, and this was evident by the many questions from members. 
[Sue was Chair of the fundraising committee to re-instate the Cross at Mt. Macedon, a committee member 
of Ł The Australian Garden History Society (now national Patron);  the Development Council of The 
National Library in Canberra,  and also biographer of Weary Dunlop.]
