LAST WEEK: ROTARIAN PETER WEARNE 
A young man prepared to extend his horizons and ñhave a goò, 
would summarize Peterôs earlier years; he travelled extensively 
during the 70ôs Ł New Zealand, UK, Europe and Katmandu. 

 

Born in Lismore, Peter wanted to be a farmer and successfully 
applied for a scholarship to an agriculture high school, but changed 
his mind and took a PMG technicians exam, coming 3rd out of 
around 18,000 applicants. 

 

Later joining Civil Aviation he became a field-station technician, 
and then a ñflying technicianò  -  so at the age of 24 was spending 
two out of four weeks away from home. 

 

In 1970 Peter bought property in Mt Macedon, and met Fred 
and Val Barnett; in 1977 accepting an invitation to become a 
Rotarian.  [Peter took a break from Rotary from 1986 Ł 1990.] 
 

While at the flying unit, he met Frances and they became friends, marrying in 1979 and built their 
current home in 1980 at Macedon. 
 

They hosted RC of Gisborneôs first exchange student, Miria, in 1981 and the two families have 
remained close ever since;  they hosted a further five Youth Exchange students. 

 

During the ô83 bush fires the family lost some of their outside property, and soon after managed the 
Salvation Army Shop in Macedon. 

 

In 1992 Peter took a redundancy and bought a business ñBudget Buntingò, which he and Frances 
operated from home, while Peter was working during the day for David Dobney.    
Alas, the business failed after several years and Peter worked for MAME 
Engineering and then at a petrol station until he retired last year.
