They had arrived at the conclusion that Rotary was like a three -laned highway: one lane

where a Rotarian could serve his Club, one to serve his Vocation, and one to serve his

Community.
A year later at the 1928 Minneapolis Conventio n, International Service was added as the

fourth Avenue of Service.
