With the title of - Principal Consultant, Centre 
Expertise, Office of the Executive Director 
Human Resources, Amanda has held this 
position for the past five years at the University of 
Melbourne. 
 

Amanda told us there are currently 35,533 
students, 25,578 undergraduates, 6,742 
postgraduates, and 7,270 staff at the Universityôs 
campus. 

 

It seems that Melbourne University is No.1 in 
Australia, and No.6 in the World, and has the 
second largest Research organisation in Australia. 

 

Explaining the government of the University,  
Amanda said that the Council controls the 
facility, headed by The Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Glyn Davis, with assistance from the Senior Chief 
Executive and the Deans who head the academic departments.  In all, the University offers six 
degrees, with pathways to 340 subjects, as well as providing free public lectures. 

 

Amanda was a Melbourne University student and graduate before deciding to take up permanent 
employment, and well qualified to share with us an exacting insight into the operation of the University 
of Melbourne.
